Dr. Ottlecz Anna Ph.D: A diabetesz mint népbetegség: komplikaciok és megel4zés.

A cukorbetegség (diabetes mellitus) nem csak magyar vagy europai, hanem szinte
vildgméretii probléma lett ebben az évszdzadban. A 2-es tipusis diabeteszrdl van sz6, melyet
az inzulin csokkent képzddése vagy a szervezetre kifejtendd hatdsanak hianya okoz. Ha a
betegség fennallasa nem deriil ki idoben, tehat nem kertil korrekciora, az észrevétleniil
kialakult magas vércukorszint (hiperglikémia) makro- vagy mikrovaszkularis komplikaciok
kifejlédéhez vezet.

Women's suffrage was neither prescribed by Vidovdan Constitution nor by September
Constitution. Vidovdan Constitution had only a certain provision that stipulated that women's
suffrage would be resolved by a special law. September Constitution passed in 1931 also
contained the same provision concerning women's suffrage.

Conversation about Bildung in the Correspondence between Karl Jaspers and Hannah
Arendt

The talk on the education in the Arendt-Jaspers correspondence (Hannah Arendt - Karl
Jaspers, Correspondence 1926 - 1969. Published by Lotte Kohler and Hans Saner. Munich —
Ziirich 1993. P. 371- Originally in German) takes place in an unique historical situation. The
majority of the letters comes from the period immediately after 1945, in which also a still
direct reflection on the historical disasters of the Second World War and of the Holocaust
stand as topical. This fact does not only enhance this correspondence, but delivers for the
direct and indirect problematization of education an unique and determining context. Through
the reflection of the current history, the same frames are created, in which the discourse of the
new interpretation of history is formulated. For Hannah Arendt, the traditional building
finding its way in the Modern Age is perhaps outdated in a deep and probably irreversible
way. This position corresponds, in a fundamental way, becoming hardly thematical in the
correspondence, with the theoretical positions of the totalitarianism theory, as well as with the
ideas related to the sociological spreading over the disintegration of the "bourgeois class
society", so called by Arendt, ideas which really involve already a similar attitude toward the
possibility of the culture. With Karl Jaspers, the perspectives of the culture appear
substantially different. The essence of his visions is that this notion of education, which was,
still at the beginning of this century, described so incomparably exactly in Wilhelm
Windelband's formulation as "aesthetic-philosophical building system" and determined still
largely just as existing ""system™ the intellectual processes, even can contain and generate,
under the current time circumstances, new life impulses. Jaspers thus keeps both the identity
as also the deliberate tradition or the natural humanistic charisma of the human genre.

Maté Pétervari SZTE AJTK: The Increasing of Women’s Role in the Economic Life in

Previous to the First World War, women rarely had leading roles in the economic life, that
was proved by examined insolvency procedures which subjects were almost without
exception men. Following the Great War women also came to the front in the respect of
business, since in many cases women managed the firms with financial difficulties in my
research topic.

Prof dr. sc. Zrinka Erent Sunko, Chair of General History of Law and State, Faculty of Law,
University of Zagreb: Certain Issues Regarding the Criminal Legal Status of Women in the
1322 Statute of Trogir (on the occasion of the 700" anniversary)

Reflecting on the solutions offered by Dalmatian statutory law as a Mediterranean and
European phenomenon, and researching the main tendencies in the regional and continental
framework, the authors seek to detect potential specificities of the criminal legal status of
women in the medieval Statute of Trogir from 1322. In doing so, special emphasis is placed
on the criminal legal position of women as perpetrators or victims of criminal acts such as
rape, adultery, sorcery, offense, theft, murder, etc. This research implies knowledge of the
European legal systems of that period. Unfortunatelly, the issue of legal position of women as
victims of violence is a frequent topic even today. That, in a certain way, actualizes the
Statute of Trogir and other similar codes of that time.

Assist. Prof. Ines Mati¢ Mateskovi¢, PhD University of Rijeka, Faculty of Law
Department of Roman Law: The legal position of women in Rijeka in the 15th century
The aim of this presentation is to analyze indications of the legal position of women in
medieval Rijeka according to the findings based on the study of the oldest preserved book of
chancellery and notary records from Rijeka - the Book of the Rijeka Chancellor and Notary
Antun de Renno de Mutin. At the same time, the Statute of the City of Rijeka from 1530 is
analyzed as a normative framework. Although this research is based in the first place on a
source from the 15th century, the Statute, which is of a later date, is relevant primarily
because it also reflects previously existing practice. The aim of the presentation is to provide
an overview of the position of women in the family, but also in the public life of that era, and
to offer comparisons with the earlier legal solutions of the medieval northern Kvarner
municipalities.

Prof. dr. DZevad Drino, University of Zenica, Faculty of Law Bosnia-Hercegovina:

The hypothesis of this research: by enabling female descendants to inherit, although
for reasons that had no direct connection with them, the ruler indirectly strengthened the
position of women.

Dr. habil PhD Liszl6 Heka Associate Professor SZTE AJTK: The head covering of
Jewish, Christian and Muslim women

One of the most striking things that distinguishes a religious Jewish woman from women in
secular society is the wearing of a head covering. The same rule applies to Muslim women. In
the past, Christian women also covered their hair when they got married. In the Hungarian
language, the expression "their head is tied" is still alive today.

According to religious law and medieval law, one of the most serious crimes was to pull off a
woman's veil, as this kind of shaming of women was tantamount to being accused of adultery.

Prof. dr. Ivona Sego — Mari¢, PhD., Associate Professor University of Mostar, Faculty of
Law: The specificities of the state legal regulation of Bosnia and Herzegovina in the 20th
century and the legal status of women in them

During the 20th century, a number of legal and historical systems were changed in Boshia and
Herzegovina, from the Habsburg Monarchy until 1918, the State of Slovenes, Croats and
Serbs (SHS), Kingdom of Yugoslavia, Independent State of Croatia (NDH), Federative
People’s Republic of Yugoslavia and Socialist Federal Republic of Yugoslavia, until 1992
when Bosnia and Herzegovina became defined as a sovereign and independent state of equal
nations of Muslims, Serbs, Croats, and others, and each period carried some specifics
regarding to the rights that women have.

Guided by the idea of modernizing the social position of women in the period after the entry
into force of the Austrian Civil Code, this research sought to determine the position of women
in terms of property rights acquired on the basis of private legal documents. In doing so, we
keep in mind the institutes included in the content of the marriage contracts preserved in the
State Archives in Osijek
